# 1.  Security at the Pentagon is being improved and as part of this effort additional controls are being imposed on use

of the DOD badge.  The DOD badge is not a NAVSEA controlled badging/access program, and effective May 14th,

 the NAVSEA Badge Office will no longer issue DOD (also referred to as NCR) badges.  NAVSEA employees who

need one of these badges can get one at the Pentagon Pass Office (room 2E1084), the Navy Annex (room G501) or 

Crystal Mall 3 (room C19).   DD Form 2249 must be filled out justifying the need for a DOD badge.

Questions related to the DOD badge should be addressed to the Pentagon Pass Office (703) 695 -5923.  The directive 

that covers the policy for DOD badges was issued by the Office of the Secretary of Defense and is called Administrative 

Instruction No. 30 (AI-30), titled "Security for the Pentagon Reservation."
