Access 97 – 2000

Conversions



Summary

TEAMSUB Application Support Test (TAST) Lab Personnel have made copies of all Microsoft Access data files that were out on the network. Each file or application will be evaluated for possible conversion to MS Access 2000 using the criteria set forth in the Pre-Certifcation Document found on the EDS NMCI Portal (http://www.eds.com/nmci/precertification.doc).

Process

1. TAST Lab personnel have made copies of all files and applications from each organization’s server space and copied them to our standalone network for conversion testing. If you are not sure if your file has been collected, or you have a new database that is not yet loaded on Hunley, or further, you have recently upgraded your database, please notify Randy Townley at the TAST Lab: townleyrn@navsea.navy.mil, 703-416-1722. We want to test all Access applications and databases that are out there.

2. Each file or application will undergo the following intensive evaluation process:

A. Initially, the application will be opened in its native format (i.e., 97, 2.0, 2000). A rigorous test will be performed on the file or application in this environment. Each person testing, following a detailed template we have developed, the TAST Lab will assess how well the application performs basic functionality (e.g., adding, deleting, and modifying records, code functionality, report writing, querying, and security) in the native environment.

B. Upon completion, the file or application will be put through an Access 2000 built-in conversion wizard to see if the application will convert from its native format.

C. The final test will be exactly the same as the first except that the application will be tested in the MS Access Windows 2000 environment, provided the application successfully converted.

3. After all testing has been completed, a report detailing the TAST Lab’s findings will be sent to each POC for whom we have an Access database or application. The end of each template will contain a section outlining our recommendations (e.g., significant work and funding necessary to bring this application into Windows 2000) if applicable, the necessary steps needed to make this application or database work in the NMCI Windows 2000 environment.
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
