NAVSEA Application submission & Test environment Laboratory
Operating PROCEDURES For Precertification


Summary

The purpose of the NAVSEA Application Submission & Test Environment (NASTE) Lab is to offer an environment in which LEGACY applications can be tested to see if they run in a Windows 2000 environment.  After successful completion of pre-certification testing, if any, all applications will be packaged and sent to the NMCI Proving Center.  An additional copy will be retained for Local PoP certification use.

Procedures

1. Business Unit Point of Contact (POC) delivers submission package to NASTE lab, including:

a. Complete copy of application and dependent software (if required) on CD(s).

b. Proof of ownership and any license(s) and license key(s) (If applicable) for all applications, including dependent and associated applications.

c. Detailed Installation Instructions (Hardcopy and softcopy on CD). *

d. A description of any special application features and functions that will be required and/or tested, including server connectivity and access issues. *

e. Business Unit Defined Test Scripts, completed for Condition/Procedure and Expected Results  (Hardcopy and softcopy on CD). *

2. Personnel from the NASTE lab will log submitted materials and, if submission is complete, provide copy of signed Check-In form (as receipt) to POC. 

3. NASTE Lab personnel will review submission package to ensure completeness. Once the documentation is reviewed, the NASTE Lab will coordinate with each BU POC for available lab time (if time permits) or return packages for completion.  Although the amount of time necessary in the lab will vary with each application, it is recommended that each POC plan up to four hours in the lab.  (Print Security C&A Form for list of dependent/associated applications).
4. POC’s presence is required during the scheduled lab session to ensure success of the installation and to act as a resource if any questions or problem should arise during the installation or testing phase.  In addition, a power-user may be necessary to complete testing of advanced software functions.

5. After the successful installation of the application, the POC/power-user will perform the following tasks at a minimum:

a. Launch the Application

b. Create or Open a new document or file

c. Save a new document or file

d. Print a new document or file

e. Close the Application

f. Execute a Business Unit Defined Test relevant to the application

6. After all testing has been completed and the application has been “Pre-Certified” by the NASTE Lab, the application and all support documentation will be copied for Local PoP use. The “submission package” will be forwarded to the NMCI Proving Center in San Diego for NMCI certification.
