CHAPTER XII:  OVERVIEW OF NATURAL
RESOURCES REQUIREMENTS

1. There are several different environmental statutes falling under the category of Natural Resources
which impact the Navy's budget for the future.  Natural resource protection laws require specific actions
and implementation of management plan activities for Navy lands, waters, forests, fish and wildlife, and
outdoor recreation resources.  This chapter also identifies existing requirements which have an ongoing
impact on Navy installations, either because they have not yet been implemented or because they require
plan reviews and study updates. 

1.1 Non-recurring versus recurring requirements:  Separate Guidebook Items have been created for
non-recurring versus recurring requirements.  Non-recurring requirements are listed under Guidebook Items
#12001 through #12020.  Recurring requirements are listed under Guidebook Items #12025 through
#12039.  Recurring requirements reported under these Guidebook Items are only to be for those
conservation requirements which are not directly maintenance and/or facilities operating expenses. Repair,
replacement, maintenance, and operating expenses of real property needed for environmental compliance
should be reported as maintenance/facilities operating expenses.  This change has occurred to meet
budgetary reporting guidelines.  Installations should look carefully at previously submitted Guidebook
submissions to ensure that they are properly reported under this new system (see Appendix C for the Cross-
Reference Matrix).

2. The Natural Resources statutes include the following:

2.1 The Endangered Species Act (16 United States Code (USC) 1531 et. seq.): This statute requires
Navy installations to ensure their actions, or policies, will not adversely impact listed endangered species
(birds, reptiles, mammals, or plants, etc.).  Surveys to substantiate the presence or absence of listed species
is required.  Biological assessments must be completed when proposed actions have a likelihood of
impacting or taking a known, listed species.  Mitigation measures may be required to ensure the listed
species is protected from the Navy's ongoing or proposed actions.  This mitigation should be considered
early in the planning stage.

2.2 The Marine Mammal Protection Act (16 USC 1361 et. seq.): Under the provisions of this statute,
the Navy must not take (harass or kill) any marine mammal on the high seas, or in waters or on land under
the jurisdiction of the U.S.  The Navy must consider that ongoing or planned activities will not harm or
take a marine mammal.  Mitigation measures may be required for ongoing or prior to commencing planned
activities if there is the likelihood of harm or a taking.

2.3 The Migratory Bird Treaty Act (16 USC 703 et. seq.):  Navy policy requires consultation and if
necessary, a permit, for the harming or taking of migratory birds.  This includes taking their nests or eggs. 
The Navy must know what, if any, and where migratory birds are located on the installation and ensure
Navy actions or policies do not take or harm these birds without a permit.

2.4 The Sikes Act (16 USC 670 et. seq.):  This statute requires the  preparation, implementation and
revision of an integrated natural resources management plan to carry out a program for the conservation
and rehabilitation of natural resources on the installation.  The Sikes Act Improvement Act of 1997
requires the installation to prepare and begin implementing an integrated natural resources management
plan not later than 2001.  This plan must be revised every five years.

2.5 The Coastal Zone Management Act (16 USC 1451 et. seq.):  This law requires that military
operations, programs, or projects which occur in the coastal zone, as defined by the applicable state law, be
consistent with the local and state regulations.  Of special interest are non-point sources of pollution and
watershed management plans.

2.6 Other Statutes, Executive Orders, and Agreements are addressed in other sections.  They include
the Clean Water Act and its requirement in Section 404 that wetlands be identified and protected, and the
Chesapeake Bay Agreement, which impacts all Navy installations in the geographic region covered.
