This team was assembled to provide the needed expertise to SEA 04 for Industrial Activity (Naval Shipyards and SUPSHIPs) support on Anti-Terrorism/Force Protection (AT/FP) issues, as well as man the Industrial Watch at the NAVSEA Command Center on up to a 24/7 basis.
