IAVA/IAVB Policy and Procedure for NAVSEA HQ and Field Activities.  
IAVA’s

1.
All IAVAs are to be acknowledged in the On-Line Compliance Reporting System (OCRS) database within 24 to 48 hours after receiving the email from Eddie Curry and/or William Wigfall.  To acknowledge the IAVAs, log into the OCRS database with user-id and password and acknowledge the IAVA/IAVB via the acknowledgement button.  

2.   All NAVSEA field activities and subordinates have 30 day due date from the date of the IAVA naval message to become compliant or request an extension.

To request an extension:
a.
The local Designated Approval Authority (DAA) can approve a 30 day extension for all IAVAs.  The DAA will forward the extension approval to NAVSEA via email to Eddie Curry curryeh@navsea.navy.mil, William Wigfall wigfallwh@navsea.navy.mil <mailto:wigfallwh@navsea.navy.mil>, with a copy to Frasiersr@navsea.navy.mil.

b.
If you need another 30 day extension, the local DAA will request the extension via email to NAVSEA (Eddie Curry, William Wigfall, copy to Sylvia Frasier).  NAVSEA HQ will approve the request and forward it to NCTC-CND.

d.
If an extension of greater than 60 days is required, the local DAA will submit the request, with reason, to NAVSEA HQ. NAVSEA HQ will then forward the request to N614 for approval.
IAVB’s

a.
All IAVBs are to be acknowledged in the (OCRS) database within 24 to 48 hours after receiving the email from Eddie Curry and/or William Wigfall.  To acknowledge the IAVBs, log into the OCRS database with user-id and password and acknowledge the IAVA/IAVB via the acknowledgement button.  
b.
The IAVB naval message states IAVBs compliancy is mandatory, but reporting is not.  Since you must be compliant with the IAVBs, the naval message also states you have 60 days from the date of the naval message to become compliant.  NAVSEA is charged with compliance reporting for all field activities and subordinates.   NAVSEA HQ requires all field activities and subordinates report compliance of all IAVBs in the OCRS database. The process is similar to IAVAs, but IAVBs provide a longer lead-time to become compliant.

Direct quote from an IAVB naval message

1. INFORMATION ASSURANCE VULNERABILITY BULLETINS (IAVB) ADDRESS   NEW VULNERABILITIES THAT DO NOT POSE AN IMMEDIATE THREAT TO THE DEFENSE INFORMATION INFRASTRUCTURE (DDI). HOWEVER, A POTENTIAL FOR ESCALATION EXISTS IF CORRECTIVE ACTION IS NOT TAKEN. COMPLIANCE IS MANDATORY AND COMMANDERS SHALL TAKE THE REQUIRED CORRECTIVE ACTIONS WITHIN 60 DAYS, BUT REPORTING IS NOT REQUIRED.
