1.  The purpose of this correspondence is to reiterate the need to comply with the comptroller organization requirements provided in reference (a).  This instruction provides the policy for the establishment, periodic review and approval of comptroller organization within the Department of the Navy.

2.   A key element in ensuring the proper administration of funds is the requirement that the Comptroller report directly to the activity Commander.  A recent field inspection by the NAVSEA Inspector General's Office revealed an organizational change that did not comply with this policy.

3.  Commander, Naval Sea Systems Command (COMNAVSEA) is the reviewing authority for all NAVSEA Field Activity Comptroller organizations.  Therefore, all organizational changes that impact the Comptroller organization must be submitted via the chain of command to COMNAVSEA for approval prior to implementation.                           BRIEF SHEET

1.  PURPOSE OF CORRESPONDENCE:  To reiterate comptroller organization guidance to all NAVSEA field activities. This guidance was issued by the Senior Civilian Officer (SCO) and provides the principle structure that comptroller organizations must adhere.

2.  PERTINENT ISSUES IN THE PROPOSED CORRESPONDENCE:  A material weakness was identified during an inspection at the Naval Surface Warfare Center Dahlgren Division (NSWCDD).  The NSWCDD Comptroller still does not report directly to the Commanding Officer as required by SCO's organization guidance.  This guidance was issued by SEA 01 to all NAVSEA field activities.  The current condition can result in NSWCDD's inability to perform prudent execution of their fiduciary responsibilities.

3.  EXPECTED ACTION OR RESPONSE FROM RECEPIENT:  That NAVSEA field activities, including NSWCDD, comply with the SCO's comptroller organization guidance.

4.  ANY NON-CONCURRENCE OR UNRESOLVED ISSUES ABOUT THE CORRESPONDENCE:  In June 2000 NAVSEA requested its field activiies respond to SCO's Comptroller Organization Data Call.  The data call included comptroller organization guidance.  NAVSEA reviewed NSWCDD's submission and determined that NSWCDD's comptroller organization appears to meet the requirements of the ASN memo of 20 June 2000.  

5.  REASON FOR SEA/09 DECISION OR SIGNATURE:  In his June 2000 letter, the SCO requested the personal involvement of all Commanders to help him get an accurate picture of our comptroller organizations.  In our 21 Jul 00 letter responding to the Comptroller organization data call, SEA 00 asked the NAVSEA Comptroller to advise him of the corrective measures needed to bring all of our field activities into compliance.
