Subj:  DESIGNATION OF MATERIAL CERTIFICATION AUTHORITY

Ref:   (a) NAVSEA 0924-062-0010, SUBMARINE SAFETY (SUBSAFE)

           Requirements Manual

1. Purpose:  To assign responsibility within Team Submarine

for material certification and recommendation for unrestricted operation for submarines.

2. Cancellation:  Team Submarine Operating Instruction No. 4A is
hereby canceled and superceded.
3. Applicability:  This operating instruction is applicable

to all organizations which make up Team Submarine.

4. Background:  Reference (a) identifies NAVSEA 

responsibilities for material certification within the SUBSAFE program.  This responsibility includes but is not limited to certifying the material condition of the submarine for work performed by a NAVSEA managed activity.  This certification is to support Fast Cruise and Sea Trial authorizations, initial certification, reinstatement of certification following a major depot availability, and recommendations for Unrestricted Operations (URO) to  test depth.

5. Responsibilities:  SEA 07 is the material certification

authority for submarines as stated in reference (a).  PEOSUB is the material certification authority for new construction submarines in accordance with established MOAs between PEOSUB and SEA 07 as required by reference (a).  In the absence of the material certification authority, certification authority is delegated in the order of precedence listed below:

    a. For PMS392 cognizant submarines, the order of

precedence is SEA 07TD, PEOSUB, PEOSUB-B, PMS350, PMS450 and PMS395.
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    b. For PMS395 cognizant submarines, the order of precedence is SEA 07TD, PEOSUB, PEOSUB-B, PMS392, PMS350 and PMS450.
    c. For PMS350 cognizant submarines, the order of precedence is PEOSUB, PEOSUB-B, SEA 07TD, PMS392, PMS450 and PMS 395.

    d. For PMS450 cognizant submarines, the order of

precedence is PEOSUB, PEOSUB-B, SEA 07TD, PMS350, PMS392 and PMS395.

This authority may not be delegated any further.
