STOREROOMS AND STORES ISSUE ROOMS
672a.  General
   Storerooms and stores issue rooms shall be provided with stowage 

aids and furniture specified

   Stowage aids not specifically covered in these specifications 

but which are necessary for the orderly arrangement and convenient 

segregation and issuing of stores and onboard repair parts shall be 

provided.

   The actual storeroom net volume for the type of storerooms 

listed below shall be calculated in accordance with MIL‑STD‑2189, 

Section 672‑1 and compared with the minimum requirements specified 

to ensure sufficient onboard stowage capacity:

   Dry provisions

   Chilled provisions

   Frozen provisions

   General stores material

   Ship stores stock

   Medical stores

   Special clothing

   Flammable liquids

   Where two or more storerooms have the same generic compartment 

designation, the percentage of each stowage aid in each storeroom 

shall be SSDR.

   The numbers, percentages, and types of stowage aids specified 

herein shall be installed as a minimum.  The percentages are based 

on required stowage capacity (if specified) or compartment deck 

area (where stowage capacity is not specified) remaining after 

installation of any specific number of stowage aids or furniture 

and allowing for aisles.  However, minor variations may be made to 

make maximum utilization of the space available.

   The numbers, percentages, and types of stowage aids specified 

herein for Supply Department (SD) storeroom (repair parts) shall be 

modified as dictated during the pre‑binning process (see Sect. 083) 

in order to improve stowage capacity and to improve accessibility 

to stowed material.  The Contractor shall prepare a proposal and 

obtain NAVSEA approval to use a type of stowage aid other than 

those specified for the storeroom or when the percentage change of 

types of stowage aids exceeds 10 percent.

   Spaces in front of issue counters shall be at least 36 inches 

wide.

   Surface ships.‑ Where a specific number of stowage aids is 

required, this number is based on an aid height at least equal to 

the stowage height (see Sect. 670).  Where this height is not 

attained, the number of aids shall be increased to provide an equal 

stowage capacity as calculated in accordance MIL‑STD‑2189, Section 

672‑1.

   Where there is more than one storeroom with the same 

designation, each shall be fitted as specified herein except for SD

storeroom (repair parts), SD storeroom (mobile equipment repair 

parts), SD storeroom (propulsion machinery repair parts), where 

bin, MDS cabinet and drawer type stowage shall be consolidated.  

Where the slope or surface of a compartment is not suitable for 

walking or does not permit a proper base for the stable stowage of 

bulk stores, stiffened portable plates shall be fitted to form 

flats.  For construction, see Sect. 622.
