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SECTION 655

LAUNDRY AND DRY CLEANING FACIlITIES
655a.  General
   Manned bulk laundries shall be provided on surface ships with 

more than 100 accommodations.

   Self‑service type laundries shall be provided on surface ships 

with 100 or fewer accommodations, and on submarines.

   Dry cleaning facilities shall be provided on ships with 1500 or 

more accommodations.  Limited capability for pressing dry cleanable 

garments shall be provided on ships with 101 to 1499 

accommodations.  Dry cleaning facilities shall not be located 

within laundries.

   Tenders shall add on to their accommodation level, the 

additional accommodation levels of two tended ships in the design 

of laundry and dry cleaning facilities.

655b.  Equipment and installation (surface ships)
   Requirements for quantity of equipment types listed in Table I 

are listed in Tables II and III.

   Each category of laundry and dry cleaning equipment shall be the 

product of a single manufacturer, such as, presses constitute a 

category, washer‑extractors not less than 35 pounds capacity, 

another category.

   Equipment shall be arranged as shown on the drawings.

Washer‑extractors, tumbler dryers, and dry cleaning machines. ‑
   Laundry and dry cleaning spaces shall be arranged considering 

cleaning and finishing work flow processes.  Work flow starts with 

receiving and ends at issuing, in as direct a path as possible, 

that is, no long transits or circuitous routes between equipment 

and processes.  Load transfers between washer‑extractors and 

tumbler dryers shall be straight across.  Access shall be provided 

for laundry baskets in the passageways around the finishing work 

stations, washer‑extractors, tumbler dryers and dry cleaning 

facilities.  Clearances for equipment maintenance shall be 

provided.  Where no side clearance is required for dryers, they 

shall be placed side by side.  A 24 inch side clearance shall be 

provided between any set of three dryers positioned side by side 

when dryers are arranged so that the rear of the dryers are located 

near a bulkhead.

   Washer‑extractors and stationary tub shall be grouped together 

and surrounded by a coaming.  Dry cleaning machines shall be 

surrounded by coaming.  The coaming shall be sized to a volume 

capable of retaining the dry cleaning fluid capacity of the dry 

cleaning machine.

   Machines having drums which rotate on a horizontal axis shall be 

installed with the axis oriented fore‑and‑aft.

   The deck in way of washer‑extractors and dry cleaning machines 

shall be reinforced to ensure that vibration during the extraction 

cycle does not exceed the 50 maximum acceptable amplitude (see 

Sect. 095‑655).

   Equipment shall be mounted to provide metal‑to‑metal contact 

between the base of the machine and the foundation; hold‑down bolts 

shall be tightened in accordance with the manufacturer's 

instructions.  Washer‑extractors, tumbler dryers, and dry cleaning 

machines shall be fitted with flexible hose connections.  Flexible 

hose and fittings shall be in accordance with Sect. 505.  Installed 

hoses shall be tagged.  Washer-extractor drain assembly and overflow 

connections shall be sleeved to the drainage piping.  The dry 

cleaning machine, laundry press, and dry cleaning press exhaust 

ventilation connection shall be sleeved to the exhaust ventilation.  

Waste water lines on the dry cleaning plant, spotting board, and 

air vacuum shall be hard piped to a deck drain.

   Hot and cold potable water, seawater and air supply at 

temperature and pressure to suit equipment shall be provided.

   Laundry and dry cleaning equipment inlet steam connections shall 

come off the top of the steam header.  Laundry presses, dry 

cleaning presses, spotting boards, and form finishers shall have 

the steam pre‑trapped before it is piped into the machine.

   Marking machine.‑ A six character, ribbon lever type marking 

machine shall be provided for the receiving area of laundry and dry 

cleaning facility where total accommodations are greater than 160.

   Scale.‑ A hanging dial or linear spring type scale, 100‑pound 

capacity, from which laundry bags can be suspended and weighed, 

shall be provided in the receiving area and in the issuing area or 

in a combined receiving and issuing area.  An additional scale 

shall be provided where total accommodations exceed 361.

   Chemical bin.‑ A five compartment chemical bin assembly, as 

specified, shall be provided for every two washer‑extractors, plus 

an additional chemical bin for an odd number of washer‑extractors 

having a capacity of 35 pounds or more.  The chemical bin shall be 

located adjacent to the chemical hoppers on the washer‑extractor.

   Sewing machine.‑ A medium/heavy duty sewing machine, in 

accordance with Fed. Spec. 00‑5‑256/1 (stitch type 301, class 3) 

shall be provided in dry cleaning finishing area on ships designed 

with dry cleaning facilities or provided in the laundry finishing 

area on ships designed with a bulk laundry.

   Blind stitch machine.‑ A low speed (straight and over casting 

stitching), blind, lockstitch machine, in accordance with Fed. 

Spec. 00‑5‑256/11, on ships designed with dry cleaning facilities 

shall be provided adjacent to the sewing machine and shall be 

arranged for operation by the sewing machine operator.

   Work tables.‑ A table approximately 24 inches wide by 48 to 96 

inches long (as space permits) 36 inches high shall be provided 

adjoining the issue space.

   Receiving counter.‑ A counter approximately 24 inches wide and 

36 inches high shall be provided in way of the receiving window or 

door.  Length shall be sufficient for receiving, sorting, and 

marking of incoming laundry and dry cleaning.  Counter shall be 

provided with CRES sorting bins over and under.

   Issuing counter.‑ A counter approximately 24 inches wide and 36 

inches high shall be provided in way of the issue window or door.  

Length shall be sufficient for issuing laundry and dry cleaning and 

maintaining records.  Counter shall be fitted with sorting bins 

over and under.

   Flatwork table.‑ Where a flatwork ironer is installed, a work 

table 24 inches wide and 36 inches high with length equal to 

approximately two‑thirds the length of the ironer shall be 

provided.  Work table shall be oriented with length parallel to the 

length of the ironer and shall be spaced approximately 30 inches 

from the front of the ironer.  Table leg arrangement shall be such 

as to accommodate laundry baskets under the table.

   Sorting bins.‑ Sorting bins shall be 10 inches wide, 12 inches 

deep and 8 inches high with a one‑inch high retaining lip on the 

bottom front of each bin.  The number of bins shall be not less 

than 50 percent of combined officer, CPO and SSNCO accommodations 

and.

   Material. - Sorting bins and tops of work tables and counters 

shall be CRES in accordance with Fed. Spec. QQ-S-766, Class 304, 

Finish 4.  Frames of work tables and counters shall be aluminum 

alloy in accordance with ASTM B209, alloy 5052.

   Hand iron and ironing board.‑ Hand iron and ironing board with 

respective stowages shall be provided in the laundry on ships and 

submarines with self‑service laundries.  Hand iron shall be high 

grade commercial type equipped with a cord and three-pronged plug in 

accordance with Fed. Spec. J-C-175, type 1C2B7, except cord shall be 

NEC type HPD.  Ironing board shall be portable, collapsible, 

three‑legged, commercial type, approximately 15 inches wide by 54 

inches long, with one end tapered.  Board shall be covered with an 

asbestos‑free fireproof cloth cover.  A tray for holding the iron 

shall be secured to the ironing board.  Means shall be provided for 

readily stowing the ironing boards.  A locker for stowing the iron

 and cord shall be provided in the vicinity of the stowed ironing 

board.

   Spray gun.‑ A cold potable water line shall be provided in the 

laundry press area with a connection above each laundry press set 

for attachment of a spray gun.  The spray gun shall have 10 feet of 

rubber or neoprene hose complete with fittings, shut‑off valve at 

the water connection end, and shall be suspended over the work to 

be sprayed.  The spray gun shall be a pistol type, leak proof, and 

the shut‑off spring shall be outside of the water passage.  The 

spray gun shall be packless and shall spray a fine mist with a 

minimum water pressure of 5 pounds per square inch.

   Chair.‑ One chair conforming to Fed. Spec. AA‑C‑275, type I, 

class I, style B, shall be provided for each sewing machine.

   Stool.‑ A stool, type V, drawing, NAVSHIPS No. 804‑1627547 shall 

be provided for each receiving counter and issuing counter.

   Jackrods.‑ Jackrods constructed from corrosion‑resisting steel 

tubing shall be provided for the stowage of finished garments on 

hangers.  Two‑high jackrods for shirts and coats shall be spaced at 

42 inches and 82 inches above the finished deck.  Jackrods shall be 

provided in the issuing area on the basis of 6 inches of jackrod 

for each officer, CPO and SSNCO accommodation.  Approximately 80 

percent of the above length of jackrod may be two rails high with 

the length of each rail counted separately.  Jackrods shall be 

provided, where practical, to convey hangered garments from 

finishing equipment to the assembly and issue area.  Supports for 

jackrods shall be configured so as not to obstruct the movement of 

hangers along the rod.  Jackrods shall be provided in way of 

finishing equipment except where garments are to be conveyed on 

rails from finishing equipment to the assembly and issue areas.

   Soiled bag and clean bag stowages.‑ Separate areas shall be 

provided for stowage of soiled and clean laundry bags.  Soiled bag 

stowage shall be located in the receiving area.  Clean bag stowage 

shall be located in the issuing area.  Deck area for each stowage 

shall be equal in square feet to approximately 5 percent of total 

accommodations up to 2,601 accommodations and 4 percent of total 

accommodations from 2,602 to 6,200 accommodations.  Areas for 

soiled and clean laundry shall be fitted with deck and overhead 

gratings as specified in Sect. 622 and circumscribed by (except 

where bounded by bulkheads) telescoping battens as specified in 

Sect. 670.

   Ready service stores stowage.‑ A built‑in locker for ready 

service laundry and dry cleaning stores shall be provided on ships 

with more than 300‑total accommodations.  Lockers or shelves for 

ready service laundry stores shall be provided on ships with less 

than 300 accommodations.

The tank fill line shall be 

located at the weather deck or hangar bay for gravity filling.  The 

tank vent line shall be piped to the weather.  The tank shall be 

provided with a direct reading sight level gauge, clean‑out plate, 

capped nipple, drain, and stop valve in the discharge line.  The 

tank shall be surrounded by coaming.  No deck drain is permitted in 

the coaming area.  See Sect. 558 for additional piping 

requirements.
