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SECTION 654
SERVICE SPACES
654a.  General
   This section contains the requirements for equipping the 

following service spaces: barber shop, ship store, snack bar, 

vending machine area, and brig.

   The requirements for furniture and equipment in Sect. 640 shall 

apply.

654b.  Barber shop
   A barber shop shall be provided on surface ships with total 

accommodations of 101 or more.  On ships with officer 

accommodations of 75 or more, separate officer and enlisted barber 

shops shall be provided.  Where two or more barber chairs are 

required for troops, a separate troop barber shop shall be 

provided.  Submarine tenders shall have two additional barber 

chairs beyond the number required by ships company accommodations.  

For ships with total accommodations of 100 or less and for 

submarines, a portable barber cabinet, drawing, NAVSHIPS No. 

805‑1634693, and a stool, Type VA, drawing, NAVSHIPS No. 

804‑1627547, shall be provided.  Stowage shall be provided for the 

portable cabinet and stool.  Clips shall be installed on a 

convenient bulkhead area for the support of the cabinet when in 

use.

   Barber shop furniture and equipment shall be provided in 

accordance with Table I or II.

654c.  Ship store
   A window service ship store (non walk‑in) shall be provided on 

surface ships with total accommodations of 300 or less.  A walk‑in 

ship store shall be provided on surface ships with total 

accommodations of 301 or more.  The ship store area shall be equal 

to the total number of accommodations multiplied by 0.60.  The 

upper limit of one ship store size shall be 1,100 square feet.  

Multiple ship store units shall be provided on aircraft carriers.  

Where multiple ship store units are provided, a combination of 

walk‑in and window service stores may be provided.

   Outside display windows and doors of ship stores shall be 

protected against break‑in by security grills or security alarm 

systems and padlocks as specified in Sect. 604.

   Window service ship store.‑ The window service ship store 

furniture and equipment shall be provided and arranged in 

accordance with drawings, NAVSHIPS Nos. 805‑1640897, 805‑1640898, 

805‑1640899, 805‑1640900, 805‑1640901, and drawing, NAVSEA No. 

804‑5184181.  A cash register, as specified, shall be provided in 

the ship store.

   Walk‑in ship store.‑ The walk‑in ship store furniture and 

equipment shall be provided and arranged to provide the maximum 

amount of shelving in bulkhead units, gondolas, and feature ends 

while preserving the effectiveness of the arrangement for 

surveillance and the adequacy of the operator station.  The walk‑in 

ship store furniture and equipment shall be provided in accordance 

with Table III.

   1.  To provide a cash and wrap counter, the showcase unit shall 

be constructed without door body section, piece 2, and door panel, 

piece 4.  Replace laminated glass case panel (piece 3) and CRES 

countertop (piece 24) with 5052‑H32 aluminum.  Aluminum shall be 

covered with a plastic laminate conforming to Mil. Spec. 

MIL‑P‑17171.  Plastic covering shall be secured to aluminum with an 

adhesive conforming to Mil. Spec. MIL‑A‑21366.  Exposed ends of 

plastic laminate shall be protected against delamination.  

Adjustable shelving shall be aluminum with fronts flanged up 1 inch 

and flat folded.  A removable drawer approximately 16 inches deep 

by 24 inches wide by 4 inches high shall be provided under the 

countertop.  A 2‑inch diameter hole, in the countertop and 2‑inch 

square holes, in each shelf, shall be provided to receive cash 

register cable.  Countertop shall be reinforced to support cash 

register.

   2.  A relay type battle lantern shall be provided for emergency

illumination of cash register.

   3.  Jackrods shall be corrosion‑resisting steel and shall be 

mounted 40 and 80 inches above the finished deck.  Length of area 

over which jackrods are located shall not exceed 10 percent of the 

total length of shelving units including gondolas.  Jackrods shall 

be capable of supporting 85 pounds per linear foot.

   4.  Baskets shall be as specified of wire mesh material.  

Provide 5 baskets for up to 800 accommodations and add one basket 

for every 500 accommodations over 800.

   5.  Showcase unit shall be provided without door body section 

(piece 2) and door panel (piece 4).  CRES countertop (piece 24) 

shall be replaced with two pieces of 1/8 inch thick polished plate 

glass laminated together to form one piece 1/4 inch thick similar 

to piece 3.  The plate glass shall be secured in place to prevent 

pilfering of contents.  Neoprene rubber gaskets, similar to piece 

31, shall be installed along the perimeter of glass top to prevent 

glass from cracking or breaking due to ship motion.  Back of 

showcase units shall be provided with lockable sliding aluminum 

doors.

654d. Snack bar
   A snack bar shall be provided on ships with total accommodations 

of 500 or more.  The snack bar shall be outfitted in accordance 

with Table IV.

654e.  Vending machine area
   On surface ships, a space and weight reservation shall be 

allocated for vending machines on the basis of one soft drink and 

one candy or cigarette vending machine per 800 accommodations.  

Vending machines shall be as specified by NAVSUP.  Vending machine 

areas shall be centrally located, clear of the mess decks, except 

on aircraft carriers, and shall be provided with security grills or 

equivalent protection.  On aircraft carriers, vending machines 

located in the messrooms shall not interfere with weapons movement 

and assembly.  When vending machines are installed in passages, 

they shall be in alcoves.

   The deck under vending machines shall be stiffened as required 

to provide rigid support free of excessive deflection.

   Stowage shall be provided for one garbage can for every four 

vending machines or fraction thereof.

654f.  Brig
   On ships with total accommodations (including accommodations for 

ships tended) of 500 or more, a brig shall be provided.

   The brig arrangement, outfitting, and construction shall be in 

accordance with drawing, NAVSEA No. 804‑5959213.
