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Introduction

Purpose

The purpose of this document is to:

· Describe the impact of Procurement Desktop-Defense (PD2) product changes from

the System Administrator’s (SA) perspective. This guide addresses upgrades from

v4.1e SR06 to v4.2 Increment 1 only. Sites running previous versions of PD² must

upgrade to v4.1e before upgrading to v4.2 Increment 1.

· Detail the actions the SA must take before and after an upgrade, to ensure that the

new features are operational for the site. Some actions may require the participation

of other functional users in addition to the SA.

· Provide the SA with an overview of the Installation/Upgrade process.

· Provide additional information about the results of the upgrade process.

The System Administration Upgrade and Installation Guide (SAUIG) contains

functionality matrices that address various system administration tasks and miscellaneous

considerations. This guide also contains a table that lists data types for each functional

area in PD².

Audience

This guide is intended for AMS-certified installers and skilled SAs who are responsible

for performing specific tasks associated with the installation upgrade of PD² v4.2

Increment 1

Document Information

This section provides an overview of the steps necessary for a successful upgrade to

v4.2 Increment 1. Four upgrade configurations are included: client / server, terminal

server, client only, and standalone.

After performing the upgrade, the site SA and other functional users must perform

the required tasks described in Section 3: Post Upgrade System Administration

Tasks. The Post Upgrade Tasks Matrix lists those required, required when

applicable, recommended, or optional tasks that the site SA must accomplish after the

upgrade has been completed. The Post Upgrade Task Descriptions Table provides

details and specific information for categories listed in the Post Upgrade Tasks

Matrix. The site SA and other functional users may also complete the test scripts

listed in the Measures of Success (MOS), a separate document deliverable.

· Appendix A: Sample Security Model Documentation

The security model for a site needs to be documented and accessible in the unlikely

event of an upgrade or system failure. It is recommended that each site document

their security model in a soft copy format for easy maintenance. Templates are

included in Appendix A to serve as an example of a method for recording this

security model information.

· Appendix B: Listing of New Objects in v4.2 Increment 1

This appendix serves as a listing of the v4.2 Increment 1 objects to be utilized when

following the steps described in Section 3: Post Upgrade System Administration

Tasks.

· Appendix C: System-defined Data for System Tables Task

This appendix provides the data to be utilized during post upgrade verification of the

system-defined data required to support the PD2 upgrade.

· Appendix D: Upgrading the PD2 Client

This appendix provides the steps necessary to upgrade the PD2 Client.

There are many additional tools available to the SA to help prepare for use of PD2. These

tools should be used in conjunction with this guide (SAUIG) as they describe additional

functionality changes not included in this guide (since they do not impact the upgrade

process). These tools include the PD2 v4.2 Increment 1 Release Notes, PD2 User’s

Guide, PD2 System Administrator’s Guide, and PD2 on-line support system, PD2 Advisor.

PD² v4.2 Increment 1 Release Notes and PD² Advisor are accessed through the Help

menu within the PD² application.

· To access the PD2 v4.2 Increment 1 Release Notes, select Help ( Release Notes.

· To access PD² Advisor, select Help ( PD² Advisor. A Welcome Page window

opens. Based on the role you are performing, click the [Functional User] button, the

[System Administrator] button, or the [FPDS] button.

Note: The [FPDS] button is inactive until the FPDS Engine has been downloaded.

Note: In order for SAs to download clause updates, service releases, etc., they need

access to the Software Library on the AMS PD2 web page. This web page

includes operational instructions on how to download these types of information.

Section 1:   Pre-Upgrade System Administration Tasks

Introduction

This section lists the tasks to be performed prior to performing the upgrade. These tasks 

are categorized as Required, Recommended, or Optional. Required tasks must be

performed in order to upgrade your system successfully. Recommended tasks are labeled

as such because they are impacted in some manner by the v4.2 Increment 1 upgrade.

Optional tasks are those that are not impacted by the v4.2 Increment 1 upgrade.

Warning: Failure to complete the recommendations made in this documentation, along

with the prescribed planning, will delay the upgrade process and possibly prevent its

success.

Note: The site SA may choose to complete the optional tasks, as defined within the

matrices that follow, if the system administration task pertains to their current

business practice. The site may want to perform these optional tasks before using

the upgraded software operationally. The timing of the required system

administration tasks will vary depending on the size of the activity and the site’s

business practices. After completing Section 3: Post Upgrade System

Administration Tasks, the SA must back-up the database again to save the

changes to the system.

Verification Documents

It is recommended that the following items, if applicable, be printed prior to the upgrade

for comparison purposes as stated in the v4.2 Increment 1 Measures of Success (MOS):

· Existing PR

· Existing, unreleased, and unapproved solicitation

· Existing, unreleased, and unapproved award

· Existing, released “D” type contract

· Existing, released Delivery Order

· Existing BPA Master

· Existing, released BPA Call

· Existing procurement document with an associated attachment

· Existing DD Form 350 and the applicable award

· Existing procurement document with a Milestone Plan (with an active milestone)

· Existing Workload folder

Pre-Upgrade Checklist

The following tasks should be completed by the site prior the arrival of the AMS

Deployment Team.

· 1. Gather information on the size of the database devices by running an

SP_helpdb on all databases and send the information to AMS SPS Deployment

Team.

· 2. Verify available free space on database server (should be 2 ½ times greater

than total size of production and system databases).

· 3. Perform a Database Consistency Check (DBCC) on the entire PD2 database

and send a copy of the output files to the AMS SPS Deployment Team.

· 4. Check the Sybase backup log to ensure that the PD2 database has been backed

up successfully and send AMS a copy of the Sybase backup log.

· 5. Restore the PD2 backup into the test database to verify the backup is valid. If

no test database exists, one should be created to match the size of the production

database.

· 6. Copy the most recent dump file to a secondary storage location (e.g., network

drive, external drive, etc.).

	General Activities
	

	Upgrade Planning/Security Model Tasks/SA Areas for Verification 

(Required)
	It is critical that sites pre-plan for the upgrade process. Each site must accomplish the following before upgrading to v4.2 Increment 1:

Thoroughly review this SAUIG, v4.2 Increment 1 Release Notes, and the MOS.

The Production database cannot be in operational use during the upgrade process. It is recommended that the database upgrade be performed after regular business hours as the process may take an extended amount of time to complete.

Document/update the security model, if this has not already been done. Numerous items described in Sections 1 and 3 of this document require or suggest verification. The security model documentation is needed for this verification process. This type of documentation is beneficial in tracking and planning changes to the security model during an upgrade.

The SA may choose to document information from those system administration tasks that are listed as recommended or optional under the SA Areas for Verification category of the Pre-Upgrade Tasks Matrix. Tasks listed as recommended in the previous section, are impacted in some fashion by the v4.2 Increment 1 upgrade. Tasks listed as optional are not expected to be impacted by the v4.2 Increment 1 upgrade. The SA may decide to selectively verify these areas after the upgrade to ensure that no changes occurred to the task information.

It is recommended that the SA create either hard copy documentation through screenshots of system administration tasks or soft copy documentation of the following (Refer to “Appendix A: Sample Security Model Documentation” for examples of a method to record this documentation in soft copy form):

a. Groups and Classes

b. Approval templates

c. Users and Procurement Profiles

d. User Preferences, as appropriate

e. Checklists and Milestones, as appropriate

Note: Pre-Upgrade Tasks Matrix does not include system administration tasks that are new for v4.2 Increment 1 (Address Layout, Estimating Fields, NSN Maintenance, Auto Closeout and System Tables). The EDA task will be renamed in v4.2 Increment 1 to ASF. In addition, tasks are excluded from the matrix if they are not impacted in any manner and there is no benefit from verification to avoid unintentional impacts.

Warning: Failure to complete the recommendations made in this documentation, along with the prescribed planning, will delay the upgrade process and possibly prevent its success.

	Verification of Vendors (Optional)
	The SA updates vendor maintenance, as necessary.

	Listing of Documents Not Released

(Recommended)
	The site should compose a listing of all solicitations, amendments, awards, and modifications not released before the upgrade. This list helps sites ensure all the applicable documents are re-generated as described in Section3: Post Upgrade System Administration Tasks. A list of unreleased awards and modifications can be run using the Cognos Impromptu software and the PD² Catalog. .

	Generation of Documents 

(Recommended)
	All documents included in the listing (described above) require generation prior to the upgrade, in order to automatically assign contract ACRNs.

If this action is not performed, contract ACRNs may require resetting after the upgrade due to invalid ACRNs. Documents that contain invalid ACRNs cannot be released. In the case of Funds Certification Documents(FCDs), the document may not be applied if it includes invalid ACRNs. In addition, fund ACRNs no longer display within generated or printed documents. Documents that are generated post upgrade will reflect this change, as well.

In PD², v4.2 Increment 1, users are allowed to manually or automatically assign ACRNs on applicable documents via the Funding Sources window PD² automatically performs the assignment of all contract ACRNs when users select funding strips on award documents.

	Other Considerations
	

	Attachments

(Recommended)
	It is recommended that Attachments be printed or saved to a Word document (for cut and paste purposes) prior to the upgrade.

	CLIN Templates 

(Recommended)
	During the upgrade process, the CLIN Templates will be overwritten. It is recommended that CLIN Templates be printed or saved to a Word document (for cut and paste purposes) prior to the upgrade.

Note:      Sites should pay particular attention to manipulating 

CLIN Templates. Updates should be made using the lowest available version of Microsoft Word in use with the database. Mixing Microsoft environments (e.g., Office 97 and Office 2000) on the Client or ASF Server may cause generation errors. If higher versions of Word are used to edit a CLIN Template (e.g., Office2000), personnel working with lower versions of Word (e.g., Office 97) may be unable to generate documents with that template.



	Organization Maintenance
	Organizations with names exceeding 40 characters in length should be renamed and shortened. Organizations with names exceeding 40 characters will not display in their entirety.

	Unreleased BPA Calls

and Modifications 

(Recommended)
	Assign ACRNs to all Lines of Accounting (LOAs) by clicking the [ACRN] button. If you select not to complete this step prior to upgrade, you will have the option to assign ACRNs after the upgrade

	Cognos Reports

(Recommended)
	During the upgrade process, any ad hoc reports developed by a site and imported into the PD² database will be overwritten during the upgrade process. It is recommended that sites generate, print and save the report results in text, excel, pdf or other format prior to the upgrade. Once the upgrade process is complete, the site must re-create their reports to ensure they run with the upgraded catalog. If an existing report does not ontain

data that was impacted in the catalog, the existing report will function without updates. However, the majority of the ad hoc reports are likely to be impacted by enhancements present within the catalog. After the reports are re-created, a site should generate, print and save the report results for comparison with the pre-upgrade ad hoc reports. 


Section 2:   PD² Upgrade Overview from v4.1e to 

                    v4.2 Increment 1

Introduction

This section provides an overview of the upgrade process from PD2 v4.1e to v4.2 Increment 1.  The upgrade process consists of many tasks that must be performed by AMS personnel sequentially (except where noted) in order to successfully complete the upgrade. Where possible, AMS will use a standard set of scripts in order to facilitate the consistent execution of these tasks.  Many of the scripts are run through the Deployment Team Utility (DTU) in order to further automate the process.

As upgrades occur, this process will be updated to include lessons learned from previous

upgrades. Refer to the AMS PD2 web site pd2.ams.com for the latest version of this process.

Process Overview Diagram

The following process flow diagram illustrates the steps of the Joint Program Management Office (JPMO) approved upgrade process. Where applicable, steps are shown in parallel.


Perform First Client Machine Upgrade

Prior to the kickoff meeting, AMS will install the PD2 v4.2 Increment 1 client software on a workstation designated by the site. This particular client workstation must be collocated with the production database and application server. Each PD2 client workstation will be installed with the following software:

· PD2 v4.2 Increment 1

· Cognos Impromptu

· Cognos Powerplay

· PD2  Cognos Catalog (local install or network install)

· PD2 Reference Library (local install or network install)

· Sybase Central

· SQL Advantage

The PD2 Cognos Catalog and PD2 Reference Library can either be installed on each local

workstation, or on a mapped network drive. If the site chooses to have these components

installed on a mapped drive, the drive mapping should be consistent across all client machines.

Since the database upgrade installer, signature bitmap utility, clause convert utility, and PD2

reference library upgrade will all be run from this workstation, it is important to identify the best

performing client workstation. This client workstation should be in close proximity to the

database server. For more information, refer to “Appendix D: Upgrading the PD² Client.”

If this first client workstation cannot be collocated with the production database and application

server, AMS will install the following on the application server as an alternative solution:

· Sybase Central

· SQL Advantage

Lock Out PD2 Users

Before moving forward from this point, it is important that the user community is prohibited from adding any additional information into the database. The most efficient way to ensure that users are not able to access the system is to lock the associated Sybase logins. From this point on, the site is considered to be “down.”

Run Initial Sybase Database Consistency Check (DBCC)

AMS will run an initial Sybase DBCC on the PD2 production database and review output prior to performing any and all backups so that issues can be addressed before proceeding with the upgrade. Specifically, the following DBCC commands will be run on the production database:

· DBCC checkdb

· DBCC checkalloc

· DBCC checkcatalog

Deployment Kick-Off Meeting

The Deployment Kick-Off Meeting gives the site and AMS personnel the opportunity to discuss SPS deployment and the PD2 upgrade process. The agenda includes the introduction of the AMS installation team; a review of the information provided in the Pre-Deployment Package, and a detailed review of the JPMO approved PD2 upgrade process and schedule. This meeting will be scheduled in advance of AMS arrival on-site and should be held concurrently while running the initial DBCC (refer to “Running Initial Sybase DBCC”).

Complete Initial Database Backup Procedures

Completing a successful backup prior to upgrading Sybase SQL Server 11.0.3.3 to Sybase ASE 12.0.0.4 is very important because the restoration of this backup will be the foundation of the upgrade process.

Examine Sybase Error Log

AMS will review the Sybase Error Log prior to performing any and all backups so that issues can be addressed before proceeding with the backup.

Backup All Existing Databases

Before removal of Sybase 11.0.3.3 SQL Server, a backup of the PD2 production database, the SPS-I Interface Database (IDB), and all Sybase system databases (master,  sybsecurity, and sybsystemprocs) must be completed and verified. Any additional databases belonging to SPS add-on products (e.g., AcquiLine and Enterprise Reporting Solution (ERS)) should also be backed up. This is critical in ensuring that data is not lost during the ASE 12.0.0.4 upgrade process. It is important to ensure that the database server has adequate space to accommodate the various database dumps. For more information about backing up a database, refer to the PD2 v4.2 Increment 1 Installation Guide.

Examine Sybase Backup Log

AMS will review the Sybase Backup Log to ensure the successful completion of the backup process.

Collect Initial Database Statistical Information (DSI)

At three (3) stages in the upgrade, the SPS Deployment Team will collect database statistical information in order to ensure data integrity throughout the upgrade process. AMS will run a row count on all user tables within the PD2 production database. These row counts will be used as a baseline to compare with future row counts. AMS will also run a database snapshot utility that records data within the PD2 production database for later comparison. This utility performs a number of operations, including:

· A comprehensive summation of all desktop items within the PD2 production database sorted by object-type (e.g., Cabinets, Folders, Purchase Requests, DD Form 350s, etc.)

· A spot-check for the contract line item (CLIN) price of approximately ten percent (10%) of every CLIN in the PD2 production database

· A summation of line item quantities and unit prices of all documents in the PD2 production database

Record Device Creation and Database Allocation

AMS will gather information on the size of the database devices, the order they were created, and the order in which they were altered. The Deployment Team will also determine at this point if the production database is configured with data and log segments occupying the same database device. This information will be vital to rebuilding the current databases on Sybase ASE 12.0.0.4.

Collect User Information

AMS will ensure all user information (e.g., login names) is saved for re-creation after the upgrade has been completed.

Uninstall Sybase SQL Server 11.0.3.3 (NT/2000 only)

For sites that are running Sybase SQL Server 11.0.3.3 on a Windows NT/2000 Server, the current version of Sybase needs to be removed completely from the server before Sybase ASE 12.0.0.4 can be successfully installed. AMS will run the Sybase uninstall routine from the Sybase CD and reboot the server.

Install and Configure Sybase ASE 12.0.0.4

AMS will install Sybase ASE 12.0.0.4 in accordance with the PD2 4.2 Increment 1 Installation Guide. The installation includes the following tasks:

· Install ASE Open Client Components from PD2 CD

· Install/Unpackage ASE 12.0 Server Components

· Install Sybase EBF (12.0.0.4)

· Create Adaptive Server

· Set ASE ‘sa’ Password

· Expand ASE master and tempdb Databases

· Set ASE Configurations

Create Shell Production Databases

Using the information collected in Record Device Creation and Allocation, AMS will create the PD2 production database and SPS-I IDB on the ASE 12.0.0.4 server. The databases will be created with the exact space allocation that existed previously on the Sybase 11.0.3.3 SQL Server. For databases that currently contain data and log segments on the same database device, the Deployment Team will create the ASE 12.0.0.4 database devices in such a way to correct the allocation issue. If allocation problems persist, additional measures may be necessary to correct the problem.

Restore Production Databases from Backup

Once the shell databases have been created, AMS will restore these databases from the backups created in Backup All Existing Databases. After the restores are completed, and the databases are brought on-line, the ASE 12.0.0.4 server will upgrade the databases to the ASE 12.0.0.4 database format.

Run Sybase DBCC

AMS will run a Sybase DBCC on the production database after it has been restored into Sybase ASE 12.0.0.4. The Deployment Team will review the DBCC output to verify that there is no database corruption prior to continuing on with the upgrade to PD2 v4.2 Increment 1. Specifically, the following DBCC commands will be run on the production database:

· DBCC checkdb

· DBCC checkalloc

· DBCC checkcatalog

Migrate User Information

Using the information collected in “Collect User Information,” AMS will re-create the Sybase logins associated with the various production databases. Once the Sybase logins are imported into ASE 12.0.0.4, AMS will ensure that these logins are properly associated with the user information within the PD2 production database and SPS-I IDB.

Expand Production Database

During the upgrade process, several tables are temporarily copied within the PD2database in order to preserve data integrity. AMS will ensure that the production database and transaction log contain adequate space to perform the PD2 v4.2 Increment 1 database upgrade routine.

Expand the Transaction Log and tempdb

Over time, the size of production databases at many sites has grown significantly. In some cases, increasing the size of the transaction log and tempdb has been overlooked. AMS will take this opportunity to work with the site to determine the proper sizing of tempdb and the transaction log. AMS recommends a data to log ratio within the production database of 5:1. Sybase recommends that the size of tempdb be equal to 25% of the largest production database on the ASE server.

Collect Pre-Upgrade DSI

AMS will again run a database snapshot utility and collect row count information on all user tables within the PD2 production database. The information gathered in this step will be compared against the information recorded in “Collect Initial DSI.” AMS will check to ensure there is no data lost, or that no production data has changed.

Run the PD2 Database Upgrade Installer

The PD2 database upgrade is the most critical portion of the software upgrade process. It can also be the most time-consuming. The time it takes to successfully run the database upgrade routine will vary significantly based on the specifications of the database server, as well as the size of the database. AMS will execute the PD² database upgrade routine from a client workstation that has previously been upgraded to v4.2 Increment 1.

During the upgrade from PD2 v4.1e to v4.2 Increment 1, various updates are made to the

production database including:

· Addition of new user tables

· Changes to current table structure

· Reapplication of indexes, triggers, and database views

· Installation of standard data including Cognos reports

Collect Post Upgrade DSI

AMS will run the database snapshot utility and collect final row count information on all user tables within the PD2 production database. The information gathered in this step will be compared against the information recorded in “Collect Initial Database Statistical Information” and “Collect Pre-Upgrade Database Statistical Information.” AMS will ensure that no production data has changed and only expected changes to the database have occurred.

Run the Clause Convert Utility

AMS will run the Clause Convert Utility against the PD2 production database. The v4.1e PD² database stores clauses in Microsoft Word (.doc) format, however, v4.2 Increment 1 clauses must be converted to rich text format (.rtf) files. The PD² Clause Convert Utility is a run-once utility that automatically retrieves clauses from the PD² database, converts them from .doc format to .rtf format, and returns the reformatted files to the PD² database.

Install the PD2 Reference Library

AMS will run the Reference Library installer against the PD2 production database. The location of the Reference Library is stored in the PD2 database. PD2 v4.2 Increment 1 uses a web-based Reference Library as opposed to the SmarText Reference Library included with v4.1e.

Run the Latest Clause Installer

AMS will download and install the latest clauses from the AMS web site.

Update the PD2 Cognos Catalog

AMS will download and install the latest Cognos Impromptu catalog from the AMS web site.

Run the Signature Bitmap Utility

Prior to running the Signature Bitmap Utility, the site should collect all bitmap signatures from the user community and make them available to AMS. In order for the bitmaps to be imported into the database using this run-once utility, each user with a bitmap signature must have a Procurement Profile created in the database.

AMS will run the Signature Bitmap Utility against the PD2 production database. PD2 v4.2

Increment 1 stores the bitmap signatures within the PD2 database rather than on the  individual’s client workstation.

Upgrade the PD2 Application Server Framework (ASF)

The PD2 ASF provides the ability to offload EDA file creation, as well as document generation from the individual client workstations. AMS will uninstall the PD2 v4.1e ASF and install the PD2 v4.2 Increment 1 ASF in its place.

Upgrade and Configure SPS-I

AMS will upgrade the SPS-I software in accordance with the SPS-I Installation Manual. The Deployment Team will ensure the successful upgrade of the Interface Agent (IA), Interface Manager (IM), IDB and the PD2 Database Extensions. AMS will ensure connectivity between the SPS-I modules and walk the site through the review of SPS-I configuration information.

Install the Federal Procurement Data System (FPDS) Engine

AMS will install the FPDS Engine v2.0 in accordance with standard procedures. The FPDS Engine requires the installation of each PD2 client machine, as well as on the SPS-I IA.

Install and Configure Sybase Auditing

AMS will install and configure the auditing feature in Sybase ASE 12.0.0.4. AMS will create rotating audit tables to ensure that the audit process never becomes suspended. Sites can change configuration settings if necessary, however, defaults will set the Sybase auditing feature to log:

· All actions by users with sa or sso role

· All logins and logouts

Install and Configure Database Consistency Check Database

(dbccdb)

Sybase ASE 12.0.0.4 allows for the creation of a dbccdb, which can dramatically speed up the DBCC process. AMS will install and configure the dbccdb in accordance with the site’s current production database size.

Run Final Sybase DBCC

AMS will run the final Sybase DBCC on all databases using the newly created dbccdb and review output prior to performing backups so that issues can be addressed before proceeding with the final backup. Specifically, the following DBCC command will be run on the production database:

· DBCC checkstorage

Complete Final Database Backup Procedures

AMS will complete a final set of database backups following the completion of the upgrade process.

Examine Sybase Error Log

AMS will review the Sybase Error Log prior to performing any and all backups so that issues can be addressed before proceeding with the backup.

Backup All Existing Databases

After completion of the upgrade process, a backup of the PD2 production database, the SPS-I IDB, and all Sybase system databases (master, sybsecurity, and sybsystemprocs) will be completed and verified. Any additional databases belonging to SPS add-on products (e.g., AcquiLine and ERS) will also be backed up.

Examine Sybase Backup Log

AMS will review the Sybase Backup Log to ensure the successful completion of the backup process.

Create Test Database

AMS will create an exact copy of the PD2 production database as a test database. A shell of the PD2 test database will be created with the exact space allocation as the production database. Once the shell is created, the Deployment Team will restore the latest backup of the production database.

In the case where a site does not have room for the creation of a production database copy, a new PD2 v4.2 Increment 1 database will be created. If this is the case, AMS will perform this step after the users are unlocked to reduce the impact to downtime.

Unlock PD2 Users

In order to continue from this point, select members of the user community should be allowed access to the test database to complete the SAUIG and MOS tasks. While testing is being completed, remaining members of the user community can be allowed access to the production database. At this point in the process, the site is no longer considered to be “down.”

Perform Post-Upgrade MOS Tasks

After the upgrade is complete, select PD2 users should begin to validate the success of the

upgrade by performing the MOS tasks. Sites should plan on spending up to four (4) hours to complete the various test scripts included in the MOS.

Review Functional System Administration Data

In addition to completing the MOS tasks, select PD2 functional users and PD2 System

Administrators should review and complete SAUIG post-upgrade tasks.

Automate Database Backups and DBCCs

AMS will work with site personnel to determine a daily, weekly, and monthly schedule of database maintenance tasks. Where possible, AMS will help automate procedures including database backups and consistency checks.

Perform Remaining Client Upgrades

The AMS Deployment Team will upgrade up to ten (10) client machines. Each PD2 client

workstation will be installed with the following software:

· PD2 v4.2 Increment 1

· Cognos Impromptu

· Cognos Powerplay

· PD2 Cognos Catalog (local install or network install)

· PD2 Reference Library (local install or network install)

· Sybase Central

· SQL Advantage

The PD2 Cognos Catalog and PD2 Reference Library can either be installed on each local

workstation, or on a mapped network drive. If the site chooses to have these components

installed on a mapped drive, the drive mapping should be consistent across all client machines.  For more information, refer to “Appendix D: Upgrading the PD² Client.”

Unlock Remaining PD 2 Users

At this point, all PD2 users should be allowed back into the system. All users that had been working in the test database for post-upgrade MOS testing should now be pointed back to the production database.

Conduct Out-Brief Meeting

The Out-Brief Meeting gives the client site and AMS team members an opportunity to discuss issues encountered during the installation process, questions and concerns the sites may have and any unresolved details from the PD2 Installation.

PD2 allows for the

generation of approved and released PRs and PR modifications

created through the date of the upgrade.

Special Considerations

Configuration Settings File

(Recommended)

The PD2 v4.2 Increment 1 Client Installer updates the pddod.ini file. The

addition of the TELECOM entry is new for the v4.2 Increment 1 . Verify

that the TELECOM entry has been added to the pddod.ini Configuration

Settings file for identifying the location for the system to place telecom flat

files. If the location is not specified in the Configuration Settings file, PD2

saves the flat files under the hard drive’s root directory.

An example of the TELECOM entry:

PD2 allows the creation and modification of documents to support the

purchasing of telecommunications services through all three phases of the

procurement (Inquiry/Quote/Order) process. The functionality includes the

creation of a flat file, which consists of data from the Telecom tab, followed

by line item information and data from the other tabs on the document.

These flat files may be utilized to post telecom-related information to the

web.

Upon startup of the application, PD2 searches

for the license file from the path specified by the “app path” setting of

PDDOD.EXE in the registry.

If the intention is to override the disabled state of the PD2 logging

functionality, the SA may update the registry setting to set the DWORD

value equal to “0”.

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Appendix D: Upgrading the PD2 Client

Before Upgrading the PD² Client

Note: If the PD² v4.1e software exists on a directory other than C:\PD2 or D:\PD2, you must manually

delete it prior to upgrading the PD² client.

Delete the registry entry associated with Cognos

1. From the status bar select Start Run. Enter “regedit” in the Open field on the Run window and

click [OK].

(The Registry Editor window opens.)

Note: In the Registry Editor, the asterisk character (*) is an actual character; it is not recognized as a

wildcard character when performing a search.

2. In the HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SOFTWARE directory, delete the Cognos folder. (All

subdirectories will be deleted.)

Note: The upgrade from PD² v4.1e to v4.2 Increment 1 includes upgrading Impromptu from v4.01 to

6.0. This registry entry must be deleted manually to avoid the installer detecting an earlier

version of Cognos.

Upgrading the PD² Client

The PD² v4.2 Increment 1 Client upgrade installation automatically removes the current PD² v4.1e client

software, deletes its software files, and updates registry entries on the client workstation. This upgrade

installation will create new v4.2 Increment 1 directories.

Note: When upgrading the client, the following message may display, “Error Installing ikernel.exe.” If

this message displays, click [OK] and reboot the machine. Run the PD2 Client Upgrade installer

again. The installer should continue successfully.

Note: It is recommended that sites upgrade one of their best-performing client workstations, then run

the database upgrade from that workstation. After the upgrade process has been completed and

verified, the remaining workstations should be upgraded.

Note: You may choose to run the upgrade locally using the “ –nonetsmart” command. If Cognos will

be installed locally, the “-nonetsmart” option needs to be run for every client workstation.
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3. Insert the CD in the CD-ROM drive.

4. From the status bar select Start Run. Enter <Drive>:\setup.exe –netsmart in the Open field on

the Run window. <Drive> is your CD-ROM drive. The “–netsmart” option will create a Cognos

directory and install the Cognos files (e.g., PD² Catalog, a mailing labels template, and powercuberelated

files) in that directory on the selected network drive.

Note: After the first client, client upgrade should run only from setup.exe.

(The Welcome to Procurement Desktop – Defense Version 4.2 Increment 1 window opens.)

5. Click the [Next] button.

(The License Agreement window opens.)
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6. After you have read the License Agreement, click the [Yes] button.

(The PD² License Information window opens.)

7. Enter the user name in the Name field.

8. Enter the company (organization) name in the Company field.

9. Enter the site’s CD-Key in the Serial field.

(The CD-Key displays on the splash screen when PD² opens.)
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10. Click the [Next] button. If you enter the CD-Key incorrectly, you will receive an error message that

allows you to re-enter the CD-Key.

(The PD² Installation Directory window opens.)

11. The new PD² directory displays. To change the destination directory, click the [Browse] button to

select another directory.

Note: You do NOT need to delete the directories associated with a previous version of PD². The

installer automatically creates a new destination directory.

12. Click the [Next] button.

(The Cognos Impromptu Installation Directory window opens.)
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13. The new Cognos directory displays. To change the destination directory, click the [Browse] button

to select another directory.

Note: You do NOT need to delete the directories associated with a previous version of Cognos. The

installer automatically creates a new destination directory.

14. Click the [Next] button.

(The Sybase Installation Directory window opens.)
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15. The new Sybase directory displays. To change the destination directory, click the [Browse] button

to select another directory.

Note: You do NOT need to delete the directories associated with a previous version of Sybase. The

installer automatically creates a new destination directory.

16. Click the [Next] button.

(The Choose Network Location for Cognos Data Files window opens.)

Note: This window will not display if the –nonetsmart command is used.

17. The new network location of the Cognos files displays. To change the destination directory, click

the [Browse] button to select another directory.

Note: You do NOT need to delete the network directories associated with a previous version of

Cognos.

18. Click the [Next] button.

(The Choose Folder window opens.)
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19. Click [OK].

(The PD² Database Information window opens.)

20. Verify the name of the database in the Database field (e.g., SPS_DODAAN_DB). This field is

populated by the current pddod.ini Configuration Settings file.

21. Verify the IP address in the IP Address field. This field is populated by the current sql.ini

Configuration Settings file.

22. Verify “5000” in the Port field. This field is populated by the current sql.ini Configuration Settings

file.

23. Click the [Next] button.

(The Select Program Folder window opens.)
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24. Accept Procurement Desktop – Defense as the default program folder and then click the [Next]

button.

(The Start Copying Files window opens.)

25. Review all settings and then click the [Next] button.

(The Setup window displays.)
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(The Previous PD2 Installation Detected window opens.)

26. A fresh install will occur. Click [OK] to continue.

(The Setup Status window opens followed by a Cognos message box and then the InstallShield Wizard

Complete window.)

Note: Click the [Ignore] button if any Locked File Detected windows open. Click the [No] button if

any ReadOnly File Detected windows open.
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Note: Installation of Cognos Component may take 15-30 minutes.

27. Click the [Finish] button.
