3. Periodic fire/safety inspections (6.1) should be in accordance with local/state codes

4. Distribution:

a. Submit the inspection data through the SDIP Neighborhood on NAVSEA City’s INTRANET (https://outside.navsea.navy.mil) to include any applicable photos and/or file attachments.  

b. SDIP Technical Review Authority will review, approve/disapprove inspection data through the SDIP Neighborhood and prepare the final report for PMS 333.  PMS 333 will forward the final report to the donation organization.  Final report will be posted on the SDIP Neighborhood on each respective ship neighborhood.

5. NSTM Chapter 050 is for reference and guidance ONLY; it is not expected to be the criteria used for the ship inspection.
