AECTP 500 Meeting Summary
Tanner gave an overall summary of the UK meeting on the NATO E3 Harmonization.  The NATO super E3 group will not occur as originally planned by the key European leads on this effort.  The current NATO E3 WGs will continue.  The key issue is better communication to be sure that harmonization occurs.  AC327 will review a watered down version of the harmonization proposal.  NATO is still in reorganization, but AC301 stable of experts are still responsible for STANAG 4370(AECEPT 500).  AC301 was combined into AC327 and that group is beginning to evolve into three subgroups to handle specific requirements.
US (Tanner/Price) next day met with same team in the UK on the AECPT 500 series, initial comment from other nations is they would like to keep the US involved in the 500 series development since it will make for a more powerful document.  MIL-STD-461E methods would remain intact but other methods would be identified as a deviation from the methods in 461E.  There will be a matrix developed of nation’s use of the 461E methods in their normal procurement process.  The UK plans for the addition of a few new and a few modified methods and the UK would supply test procedures.  It was suggested that the US to take lead of this process by developing the initial matrix for all the nations to fill-in their planned use of the 461E standards.  Nations will need to include a justification statement for any deviations from the 461E.   Assumption is that the full set of 461E methods are required and then remove those methods not required for specific equipment as part of the tailoring process performed for that specific procurement.  China Lake (Tanner/Price) to put the initial matrix together for US and then nations to review.  To be passed around by email fairly quickly for initial review in US first.  
AECTP 500 Technical Comments Summary

  UK developed a revised 30 page set of comments on AECTP 500 that were reviewed at the UK meeting (emailed out to this US E3 WG prior to this telecon).  

· Snyder asked if there is intent to have fall back limits in a separate annex or in main body.  Price mentioned that it may end up in the main document.  Deans mentioned that from the previous minutes…intent to put as much in main body as possible.  Tanner mentioned that this is an AP hence purpose is what makes the document to flow the best.
· Snyder asked if there are any existing STANAGs for land EMC?  No, Southworth mentioned that there is only AEP-41 which is really a MIL-HDBK-237 like document…so there is no land specific EMI requirement STANAG.  The goal would be to have the 500 series as a tri-service document just like 461E.

· STANAG 3516 would probably be eliminated with the agreement of the 500 series.  STANAG 3516 was started when the 500 series life was uncertain in the past.

· Many of the past EMI related STANAGs were based upon older versions of 461 and the Europeans agree that an update is needed and hope to do that with 500.  

· The UK is the custodian of the 500 series and they are in the process of developing the next revision due in April 2004.  It will be redistributed within the US at that time by Tanner to the US E3 WG.  The matrix will assist in that review.

· There is another meeting scheduled in the Toluene, FR, in June 2004 to review the comments developed on the revised 500 series.  Should it be distributed to the members of this US E3 WG and beyond(?).  May not be available by the DOD E3 conference.  Send to the SD-1 list?...final version?  It was decided to distribute to this US E3 WG and then have another telecon to decide the next step.
· Three military services differences on requirements presently in 461E can be addressed with a note in 500 series.

· Shellman asked what was the Modeling & Simulation group intent?  Tanner to send more info later if any is available.  Mike Stewart is involved in modeling in US and on the SWG/10 Naval E3 modeling efforts and hence his noted involvement in this area.
· The European CEN intent is to gather many standards and harmonize but they are not necessarily looking into US standards (e.g. MIL-STDs) but are looking at NATO standards hence this is how the US can be involved in the CEN effort.  US is not invited to these meetings although some of the Europeans (NATO related) would appreciate our input.
Possible Way Forward / Actions
· US develop EMI requirement Matrix discussed above…and US review next draft of 500 series as discussed above.

· UK questions on 461E forwarded by Troy – US E3 WG needs to provide answers back to Troy via phone for verbal comments 760.939.9254, or written comments emailed to Troy.  Troy to send out to everyone the final reply to be sent to the UK.  Deadline for comments from US E3 WG members to Troy by end of January 2004.
Next meeting
· 250 Series? – no progress on the EME definition since NATO E3 WGs focus has been on 500 series, but will need the same effort as the 500 and will need volunteers to bring it together.  FR is technical custodian of 200 but anyone could be the editor in chief of the 250 since there is no effort being done on 250 now.  250 within the group of AC327 but buy-in required by all the other groups.  Ownership is by the same EMC experts that are working on the 500 series.  Intent is to pool resource experts and have them contribute to this document. (note: 200 series is climatic environments, 250 series (within 200) to include tri-service worldwide EME definition including ESD, Lightning, and EMP)
· For the February telecon to review the AEP-41 document…and Mike Stewart and Steve Tanner to draft up an agenda for the next US E3 WG telecon.
