INTRODUCTION

Before the meeting started LTJG Pentzien informed the group that there had been a reorganization and personnel changes within the NAVSEA Environmental Management and Policy Division (NAVSEA 04RE). FORMAL RESULTS OF USE DATA 2001 – 2002

Next the group reviewed the formal results of the 2001-2002 data. The group was ok with these results. However, Mr. Zlateff wanted to add “isopropyl alcohol ” use as a separate worksheet.

RESULTS OF THE 5 CHEMICAL PROCESS SEARCH


A major problem with the data collection was that there was no standardization. Each activity submitted what they thought was asked for. Some were providing “procurement data, “use data” or a combination of the two.  To assist in obtaining the correct information a “spreadsheet template” would be provided to the field activities for their input. (this was provided via email ) The group did agree on only using 2002 hazardous material “procurement or issue” (which ever is the easiest at this time) data. However, for standardization, the group decided to go to “procured”.
