NAVSEA HAZARDOUS MATERIAL DATA SYSTEM FOR SHIP ACQUSITON PROGRAM PRESENTATION  

Mr. Keit Ung, NSWC Carderock gave a brief overview of the database the NSWC Carderock is currently developing. The objective of this database is to provide the user a web-based information technology tool that contains hazardous material data and Environmental, Safety, and Occupational Health (ESOH) information that will assist ship acquisition program mangers in identifying environmentally sound/safe products for use throughout the life cycle of the new ship platform. Currently this database contains over 6000 HM that have been reviewed and evaluated by various groups. Some of the things contained in this database are:

· Search Engine – this provides access to the data complied by the Shipboard Hazardous Material Minimization Program. Data can be search by National Item Identification Number (NIIN) or key words in Common Name, Trademark Name or standard Planned Maintenance Systems (PMS) identification number (SPIN)

· Evaluation Tool –this provides a step-by-step evaluation process to assess the “ESOH” acceptability” of HM using the ESOH screening criteria developed by the Shipboard Hazardous Material Minimization Program.

· Ranking Tool – Allows the user to prioritize multiple hazardous materials based upon all current available regulatory information

· Product vs. Products

· Chemical vs. Chemical

· Multiple CAS number (Batch Process)

· Avoidance List – Allows users to view current available lists of HM targeted for elimination/minimization used by various acquisition programs.

This database hasn’t been fully developed, NSWC Carderock is still looking at ways to refine it by doing more testing and making sure that its NMCI compliant.  The projected date for public use is by the end of the fiscal year.
