· Researched the spectrum certification status of the Malibu Research antenna for installation as a TEMPALT            (CF 04B-0012) onboard USS CHAFEE (DDG 90).  The spectrum certification application has been tabled because the system that the Malibu antenna supports operates in the satellite commercial band.  The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) and National Telecommunications & Information Administration (NTIA) are coordinating to resolve operating procedures.

(2) Fleet Response (Initial EMI Problem Investigation and Problem Quantification)

· Conducted Cooperative Engagement Capability (CEC) to AN/WSC-8 and Television Direct to Sailor (TV-DTS) EMI/EMC characterization testing onboard USS NIMITZ (CVN 68).  EMI that had been reported by Ship’s Force was validated.  Data is currently being analyzed to identify potential solutions and/or workarounds.

· Conducted AN/SPS-73 Radar System EMC Certification testing onboard USS HUE CITY (CG 66), to include testing for HF to AN/SPS-73 and AN/SPS-73 to AN/SLQ-32 EMI.  Due to scheduling and equipment issues all of the scheduled testing was not completed.  Remaining tests will be scheduled for May 2004 during the ship’s next availability.

· Conducted AN/WSC-6 Cosite Canceller (SBIR) tests onboard USS BONHOMME RICHARD (LHD 6).  The test results showed promise in reducing EMI.  Additional work will be required.  

· Provided HERO/HERP guidance for SHF antennas onboard USS SAN JACINTO (CG 56).
