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1.  Opening Comments.  Jim Thompson opened the meeting and summarized the agenda and the status of Navy Open Architecture issues.
2.  Interface Baseline Configuration.  Drew Keane briefed the current status of the SWFTS baseline configuration which covers the Boise and Connecticut.  He listed the six “must have” NBCRs/PTRs and in particular, he discussed the status of the fused contact NBCR which needs to be discussed with the STRG at the end of August.

3.  TI04 Integration and Test Plan.  Bob Turnbull briefed the Integration and Test Plan that has been developed with everyone’s participation and requested PARM support of the plan.  Dick MacNamara underlined that a golden rule is that there must always be a test set ashore to debug problems, not shipboard.  Bob emphasized that all PARMs need to review the schedule and verify that they have the funds to support their participation.  Dick MacNamara directed that there be a presentation of GFI status at the next MAC.
4.  OHIO Class SSGN Modernization Status.  CAPT Nicklas provided an update on the SSGN modernization plan.   One of the major outstanding items is an agreement between EB and PMW165 on the GFI delivery dates for SUBLAN.  A matrix of all the interfaces was developed and provided to the PARMS today to address the unique SSGN interfaces to ensure ownership for the integration and testing of each interface.  

5.  Risk Management.  Bruce Griffin briefed the Red Risk status for Boise, Hampton and Connecticut.  No red risks are currently present for any of the PARMs.

6.  TMI Combat Systems Results.  CAPT Mullarky briefed the fact that the Tycoms are not ready to approve bundling multiple shipalts since there is a risk of losing funds for multiple programs if funding for one subsystem is cut by Congress.  

7.  Action items/next meeting.  Jim Thompson reviewed the outstanding action items and recommended that the next MAC meeting be held on 7 September.

8.  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 1630.
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
