Functionality contained within this release:

Reporting Queue- Rather then requesting a report and the query running immediately, report requests will now be queued within NET. This alleviates much of the system overhead that is required to process many large reporting queries at one time. Often times, the processing of many report requests at one time lead to poor system performance for NET users. The implimnetation of a reporting queue will allow users to receive reports in a timely manner while not affecting system performance for other users.
Objective:  To enhance the speed and performance of the NET system by queuing the reports instead of running all requested reports at the same time.   

Report requests are queued, run individually, and an email notification sent to the user.  The report is then downloaded from NET.  The reason for this alteration in NET is to alleviate connection time-out issues that have been experienced by users running reports.  Turnaround time is driven by the processing time needed to complete the reports in the queue.

The reports that will be going to the queue are:

· User to CLIN Mapping report

· Seat to Application mapping report

· OCM Reports (ALL)

· Ad - Hoc Report

· Detailed Seat Order Report

· Shared Seats Report
